TEAM OF CHAMPIONS 
 The Team of Champions Award will go to the 
10 member team that accumulates the most points.  
Points will be awarded for each win during the competi-
tion.  1st place wins 4 points, 2nd place wins 3 points, 3rd 
place wins 2 points, and 4th place wins 1 point. 

• Total accumulated points for all team members 
will decide the champions.  

• Each team must consist of 10 members – all 
the same school. 

• There is no limit to the number of teams that 
can represent any one school or instructor. 

• Each team must comply with a male/female  
ratio of no less than 8 to 2.  (Predominantly   
female teams must have at least 2 males.     
Predominantly male teams must have at least 2 
females.)
